Always bear in mind that we cannot guarantee the temperament or the health
of a swarm. However, it is reasonable to assume that swarms rarely come with
disease as it is generally only the fittest bees that take flight.
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Learning from Bumblebees

Vulnerable queens and neonicotinoids? ' -

We gained a fascinating insight into the difficulties and rewards of
studying bumblebees at our talk in February. Professor Mark Brown,
from Royal Holloway, University of London, has been studying
bumblebees for twenty years in Switzerland, Ireland and Britain. He was
speaking to us about his research into the effect that neonicotinoids have
on bees. He explained that it was better to study bumblebees rather than
honeybees because bumblebees, along with wild bees are the biggest
pollinators in the world; bumblebees are active earlier in the morning
and later at night than honeybees; honeybees are social and they can be
protected by their numbers whereas after a bumblebee queen has mated
she is solitary until she builds up her colony the following season.
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The number of species in Britain has been in decline since 1874 when guano was imported as a fertiliser
and grassland rotation was reduced. As agriculture has become more intensive, the decline in bumblebee species
has increased.

Professor Brown explained that a number of studies had taken place over many years, some with better
methodology than others, but each building on the previous findings. In his experiments, where a low dose of a
nicotinoid was given to bumblebee colonies it reduced egg-laying by 26%.

Our final talk before the beekeeping season gets underway will be on Tuesday March 20. Ian Beavis will be
our speaker. He will explain the life history of solitary bees, and perhaps help us to identify a few of the
commoner ones.

o see the various varroacides available, discuss their pros and cons

o learn about biotechnical (Husbandry, non-chemical) methods of varroa control

o hear about the current situation in respect of the Asian Hornet, how to detect it and how to report it.
